In this lesson you will learn the importance of the power of your words and the power of the Word of God.
I. The power of your words.

A. Hold you in captivity or set you free.

B. Lift others up or put others down.

C. Affirm and encourage or wound and discourage.

D. Experience the miraculous of God or accept circumstance as they are.

E. Cause you to overcome and succeed or defeat you.

F. Bring hope or hopelessness.

G. Strengthen or weaken.

H. Bring truth or deception.

I. Heal or hurt.

II. Scriptures on the power of your words.

A. Proverbs 15:14 – “The mouth of fools feeds on foolishness.”

B. Proverbs 16:24 – “Pleasant words are… sweetness to the soul and health to the bones.”

C. Proverbs 16:28 – “A whisperer separates the best of friends.”

D. Proverbs 18:8 – “The words of a talebearer are like tasty trifles, and they go down into the  

     inmost body.”

III. Jesus knew words had the power to change circumstances, to affirm, to correct, and to warn.

A. Matthew 4:4,7,10 – Jesus spoke the Word when the devil tempted Him.

B. Matthew 12:35-37 – He said your words will justify or condemn you.

C. Luke 22:24-30 – He corrected the disciples when they got in strife about who was greater.

D. Luke 22:31-34 – He warned Peter that by his words he would deny Him three times.

IV. Truth speaks.

A. Romans 10:8 – We are saved by believing and confessing words of faith.

B. Psalm 91:1 – After we are saved we need to continue to believe and speak words of faith. 
    (Also see Psalm 118:17.)

C. Matthew 8:5-13 – Jesus healed the centurion’s servant by what the centurion spoke in faith.

· How have positive, faith-filled words affected your life?

· How has the Word of God changed your circumstances, affirmed, corrected, or warned you?
